The William Pack
Cup for the best allotment has been judged and the winners will
feature in our November issue.

The Planning Committee of council diligently reviewed and commented on over
96 applications on behalf of the parish during the summer months, along with
representations at the Windsor Rural Development Control Panel on applications which
the committee and many of our residents objected to.

There may
not be as many as in the summer, however they still brighten up the village during the
winter months.
